


From the
Pastor's Desk

good showing of parishioners, school benefactors,
alumni and friends who will sit together at our re-
served tables. Tables of 10 need to be reserved by
June 30. The cost for a ticket to this event is $125
per person. I wonder too if there are donors in our
parish who would be willing to sponsor a seat so that
we could have a great group in attendance.

Memorial Day is this Monday: Mass will be held
at St. Gerald 96" and Q at 9:00 am. This will be the
only mass this day. I understand that the Rose Gar-
den Remembrances will be held after this mass when
we remember our beloved deceased. In addition to
that, a memorial book has been placed in a central
location in the Narthex where you can list the names
of those individuals who have died who served in
the Military...another book is located there for the
names of all those you know who are presently serv-
ing in the Military that you would like to have prayed
for at the Memorial Day mass. These books of
names will be placed on the altar during the mass.

Coming soon to a Cathedral near you: Friday this
week we will see two men ordained to the Order of
Deacon for the church. As transitional deacons these
men are in the process of studying and preparing for
the Priesthood. I still see myself as a deacon in the
Church. I believe a priest must be willing to get his
hands dirty and work in the parish. I have always
been proud of the fact that I would never ask my
teachers to do what I myself would not want to do
including cleaning up after a sick kid. The same is
true of my priesthood. A week later on Saturday,
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June 4", Archbishop Lucas will ordain four new priests
for our Archdiocese. It is always a wonderful celebration
and a shot in the arm to those of us who have been in the
trenches for, as in my case, 30 years. Let us pray for these
men that will serve and lead well in the years ahead.

Bids on the Priest House Garage: For a number of
years the men from the maintenance committee have been
evaluating all the options on the foundation and wall
movement problems with the garage at my house. The
north wall has moved at least two inches away from its
original location and since it is supporting a room that is
poured cement the top of which forms the patio off the
main floor...it is something that does need to be fixed.
Pouring a new cement foundation under the present one
on the north and part of the west walls to stabilize the
movement and providing some piers in the cinder block
along the way seems to be the method moving to choice.
Some have suggested tearing it down and starting over.
That method would obviously cost lots of money and the
fixit method would naturally cost less. But it still will cost
at least $4,000 if not quite a bit more. Our maintenance
budget is stretched so I am just putting this out there for
your knowledge and if you would like to donate $100 or
$1,000 or even cover the whole thing....your gift would
be most appreciated. I hope it can’t hurt to ask.
