


New Translation of the Mass:  Pope John Paul II 

asked for this new translation way back in 2000.  It 

was finally approved by Rome in 2010 for imple-

mentation in Advent of 2011.  Recognizing that the 

first translation took place rather quickly right after 

the Second Vatican Council and the second transla-

tion only made some minor changes in the basic 

mass texts, this third translation of the original Latin 

text has been worked on by scholars, linguists, musi-

cians, sisters, priests and bishops from all over the 

English speaking world.  The use of this new English 

translation will put us more in line with the transla-

tions of the Latin into the other major language 

groups like German, Spanish and French.  What has 

been discovered is that some of the translation of the 

present mass text lost the nuanced theology that ex-

ists in the Latin.  In fact in some cases the translation 

lost some important meanings that would tie the 

mass text more closely with the Scriptures from 

which it comes. 

The one change that will take some getting used to 

because it happens so frequently during the mass is 

the dialogue the priest initiates with the people by 

saying, ―The Lord be with you.‖  The response will 

now be, ―And with your spirit.‖  Et cum spiritu tuo is 

the Latin…literally, and with your spirit.  The mean-

ing of the words has great depth.  It refers to the 

priestly ordination and the Spirit that was given to 

the priest to lead in prayer, to bless and to preside at 

mass and consecrate the bread and wine.  Next 

week—the Act of Penitence.

A Message from the Diocese of Tshumbe 

 Next Sunday, Father Raphael Okitafumba from the 

Democratic Republic of the Congo (formerly Zaire) will 

preach at all Masses here at St. Gerald. Fr. Raphael, who 

is an alumnus of Creighton University, will share with us 

the challenges and the joys of God’s work in his diocese, 

as he asks for our assistance to help improve the lives of 

thousands of children, men, and women who suffer from 

the effects of a war that has devastated the DR Congo. 

The Catholic Church is the only hope for these people. 

His stories instill in us the pride of being Catholics be-

cause we are going to hear how our church can make a 

difference in people’s lives. 

 The Democratic Republic of the Congo, the third largest 

nation in Africa, was involved in an atrocious war which 

left about five million dead. The country is struggling to 

recover from the effects of this deadliest war after World 

War II, which is rightly called ―Africa’s First World 

War.‖ Despite some relative peace, the effects of this war 

still kill people due to famine and other preventable dis-

eases. 

 The war has left thousands of widows and orphans who 

are taken care of by the diocese of Tshumbe. To cope with 

the problem of the orphans and ―street children,‖ the dio-

cese of Tshumbe recently started a program called ―Save 

a Child in God’s Sake.‖ With the hard work of local nuns, 

these children are rescued from the street and from the 

abusive situations where they live and put in a shelter 

where they are loved, cared for, and given an education. 

The diocese of Tshumbe is helping them to regain their 

dignity of the beloved children of God. The proceeds from 

the generosity of the people from St. Gerald will help 

make a huge difference in the lives of these children be-

cause the diocese needs to build a dormitory for them. In 

the meanwhile, the diocese is in dire need to provide for 

their food, education, clothes and medical need. Several 

of these children are affected by HIV virus; many of them 

suffer from malaria. Their lives depend on the generous 

hearts of the Christian people like us. That is why Fr 

Raphael turns to us to ask for help to assist the diocese of 

Tshumbe in its work toward the restoration of human dig-

nity.
