heaven for the graces to fall on this week
when our Totus Tuus Team will be here working with your young
people. This is completely a Catholic experience. Unlike the vaca-
tion bible programs that are out there and available for us to use
which are largely Protestant based this program has a program that is
uniquely Catholic. Totus Tuus was the motto on the coat of arms for
the late and now Blessed Pope John Paul II. It means Totally Yours.
So the hallmarks of our summer experience are Jesus, the Eucharist,
Reconciliation, the Saints and Mary. Come to the Wednesday Pot-
luck. The team which is made up of the most wonderful college age
youth, women and men, including seminarians from our own Arch-
diocese will talk to the folks who attend the Potluck and give you a
taste of what the kids have been and will be doing.

Wednesday Evening Potluck: All volunteers, families and anyone
who has been praying for the success of TT are invited to come to an
evening Potluck. If you are A-J bring a side dish; if you are K-P
bring a main dish; if you are Q-Z bring a dessert. The TT team does
a little presentation as part of this evening event so it is a way to hear
from these “Turned onto Christ and His Church” young people.

This potluck is held at 96™ and Q Fellowship Hall beginning at 5:30
pm. Again this is Wednesday, July 13.

Morning Mass Adjustment: The TT program has the kids going to
mass each day of the program at 11:30. I am going to ask that we
move the 8:15 am mass that week to 11:30. The folks who normally
come to the 8:15 I would ask that you please make whatever adjust-
ment you can so that you can be present with our youth and pray for
and with them. So the 8:15 am mass July 11-15 will be at 11:30 still
at the Lakeview Chapel.

The Festival is Coming: Remember to mark your calendars to
come to the outdoor mass at the Lakeview Campus followed by an
evening BBQ in the gym, Saturday night, Sept. 9 beginning at 5:10
pm. This takes the place of the regular 5:00pm mass. And don’t call
it quits after that---come to the main part of the Festival on Sunday
in the afternoon, Sept. 10.

The New Translation: I’d like to return to the beginning of the
mass and discuss the greetings. I have been concentrating on the
changes to be experienced by the people. But the opening greet-
ing of the mass used by the priest will be different and so a little
commentary might be good. We are used to hearing, “The grace
of our Lord Jesus Christ, the love of God and the fellowship of the
Holy Spirit be with you all.” Or, “The grace and peace of God
our Father and the Lord Jesus Christ be with you.” The new
forms are much more closely aligned to what is heard in the
Scriptures. For instance the following from 2 Cor 13:13: “The
grace of our Lord Jesus Christ, the love of God, and the commun-
ion of the Holy Spirit be with you all.” Another form of the new
greeting drawing from Romans 1:7, 1 Cor 1:3, 2 Cor 1:2, Gal 1:3,
Eph 1:2, Phil 1:2, 2 Thess 1:2, and Phlm 3: “Grace to you and
peace from God our Father and the Lord Jesus Christ.” This first
new form greeting is the clearest expression of the Trinitarian
Faith coming to us from the Apostles. The later form is a clear
expression of the union of the Father with the Son, the Lord Jesus
Christ who is also our gift of Peace. Next week we begin the
Creed.
