


December 9, 2012 2 Welcome to St. Gerald Parish 

Advent: It is a season to step 

back a bit, pray a little more 

quietly, bring some peace into 

the hectic days of the secular holiday season that fill our 

ears and eyes.  We are using the simpler song tones from 

the New Roman Missal as our guide for the Holy-Holy, 

Memorial Acclamation and the Amen.  They are the 

same song tones used for these acclamations if it were to 

be sung by English speakers in Australia, England or 

even in Latin at a mass in Rome.  We are part of a uni-

versal church and to broaden our experiences is to bring, 

once in a while, a sense of the Liturgy into our experi-

ence that connects us to the Universal Church.  A sense 

that means we are part of that larger church and not in-

dependent and isolated.  I have been singing these tones 

with the Daily Mass Folks for a year.  They picked it up 

with no problem and sing it with no accompaniment.  In 

addition, the collection time or offertory will find us 

having just some meditative music to help us pray and 

offer our joys and sorrows on the altar.  The time from 

the end of the second reading until the Gospel acclama-

tion as well as some time after communion are silent 

moments to again reflect:  Listen to your heart, “what is 

the Lord telling me this Advent?”  Banquet and Sacri-

fice:  The mass is called The Holy Sacrifice of the Mass.  

As a Banquet we can see the mass as a festive ritual 

meal.  But the word Sacrifice connects us to the Salvific 

Action of Jesus on the Cross when he offered himself to 

the Father once and for all.  Various forms of artwork in 

the history of the Church have tried to capture this 

meaning in solid form.  Historically and Theologically 

the Crucifix symbolizes this understanding of the mass.    

      

Harrison 

and I will make ourselves available for confessions at 

the Lakeview Chapel on the weekdays at 5:30 pm-6:00 

pm from Dec. 2 until Dec. 14.  At that point, beginning 

on Sunday, Dec. 16 other more numerous confession 

times will be published for the remainder of Advent 

along with our Advent Parish Penance Service.  Confes-

sions are also heard prior to the 12:15 mass at 96th and Q 

beginning at noon.

We are planning a special holy hour to end the 

year and begin the next.  11:00 pm-12:00 Midnight on 

December 31.  What a great way to ring in the new year 

but with a special blessing from our Lord who is with us 

in the Holy Eucharist.  Right now I am hoping to have a 

breakfast right afterwards.  Mark your calendars.

Christmas Program:  I am looking forward to the program 

this year.  We are holding it in the Grade School Gym and 

all the improvements in the gym will make this a great ven-

ue.  The children in the program (the lower grades) will be 

able to put on the program for the rest of the school and if 

any folks who do not want to venture out at night want to 

attend they are most welcome to.  We are calling a dress 

rehearsal that begins at 2:00 pm on Friday, Dec. 14.  The 

evening performance will take place at 7:00 pm that same 

day.
